- birth date       - birth place       - age of death
- date of death       - place of death
· Just One Question: (5 points)
- one question that you would like to ask the person
· A Lesson Learned: (5 points)
[bookmark: _GoBack]- something that you learned from the person’s actions/life
· Character Traits: (15 points)
- choose 3 traits that describe the person
- write one trait on the front of each flap
- under each flap, write evidence that supports each trait
· A Timeline of Important Events: (30 points)
- Write the date of each event on the front of each flap
- Under each flap, write a detailed description of the event – be specific!!!
· Obstacles: (15 points)
- Choose 3 of the most difficult obstacles from your research notes to write in this section

· Achievements: (15 points)
- Choose 3 of the most important achievements from your research notes to write in this section
· Wise Words: (5 points)
- Write a quote from the person (make sure to include quotation marks at the beginning and end & to spell everything correctly!!)
· Map: (5 points)
- Color each state that the person lived in throughout their life
