Adverbs telling when: today, tomorrow, yesterday, later, nearby, first, last
Example: A coin collector visited our class yesterday.

• A prepositional phrase is a group of words with a preposition
 Example: He stood next to the door.
**Prepositions:  in, about, at, from, with, to, and by,
