
	An adverb tells more about a verb. Many adverbs end in /ly/.
 Example: The banker counted the bills slowly.
Preposition comes before a noun or a pronoun. 
Prepositions: in, about, at, from, with, to, and by.
Example:  He talked with me.
• A prepositional phrase is a group of words with a preposition: in , from, at, with, to
Example:   She saved money from her job.
**Verb- action word that tells what the noun is doing** Example: spoke
