	Effect
Example: There was a big mess on the floor. I had to clean it up.
	WHAT happened next or last? There could be more than one effect.



	Rules are important in sports. Rules tell players how to play a game. They tell how to score points. They tell how a game is won. They also tell players what they can and cannot do. All players in a game must agree to follow the same rules. Sometimes a player breaks a rule. He or she may not be allowed to play for all or part of the game.
Basketball Rules 
	Have you ever played basketball? If not, the name basketball gives you a clue about some of the rules. Basketball is played with a ball on a basketball court. Player score points by throwing the ball through a basket or a hoop.
	There are rules about how to move the ball. Players must dribble or bounce the ball. They may also pass or throw to another player. They may not hold the ball and run with it at the same time. This would not allow the players a chance to get the ball. 
Baseball Rules
	Baseball rules are different from basketball rules. One of the players is called a pitcher. The pitcher from one team throws the ball to the batter of the other team. The batter uses a bat to hit the ball. The batter gets three chances to hit the ball with the bat. Sometimes the batter misses the ball. When he or she misses the ball, it’s called a strike. After getting three strikes, the batter is out and it is another batters turn.
[bookmark: _GoBack]	When the batter hits the ball, he or she run to a base. There are four bases. The last base is the home plate. The batter who crosses the home plate scores a run, which gives the team a point. The other team tries to get the batter out as he or she runs to each plate. They can tag the batter with the ball. If the batter is tagged with the ball, he or she cannot run to the base to score. 
Without rules, sports would be confusing. No one would know how the games are played. Rules are important to keep the players safe while having fun.
